For Parents: 
Multi -Level Group Classes  

A multi-level group class spurs growth in a way that teachers and parents canôt. Less experienced 

players benefit by watching and emulating their more advanced peers, and the more advanced players 

benefit from the opportunity to refine details of well known repertoire and gain confidence in performing.  

To have the experience of being a part of the group at each level is valuable.  Students at the top of a 

class level are especially encouraged not to rush into the next class.     

One goal of the group is to reinforce, review and revise techniques and musical concepts 

learned in private lessons .  For each group activity the re will be a variety of choices offered so as to 

include each level and ability.  As the group teacher may not know what the private teacher has 

accomplished with individual students, parent/child interaction during the group is necessary. Parents 

should pick the most appropriate option based on what the child has already  learned in private lesson.  

This will ensure that all new skills are learned correctly and under the one-on-one supervision and 

expertise of his/her private teacher.   Some examples of varied choices:  

1) Singing words     7)  Plucking 

2) Clapping rhythm     8)  Bowing over shoulder 
3) Clapping steady beat    9)  Soap scrubbing 

4) Rocking                10) Handshake 
5) Singing finger #s                11) Bowing 

6) Standing in playing position for duration of  piece 
 

If you are uncertain about what to do, feel free to ask your group or private teacher for input or ideas.

Listening  

 Daily listening is a mandatory key to successful learning of the Suzuki repertoire.  The ñmother 

tongueò method is based on the idea that the Suzuki repertoire is learned by a child in the same fashion 

that the English language is learned.  Without daily listening (multiple times!) it is not possible for the 

student to become ñfluentò.  It is the responsibility of the parent to play the cd as many times in a day as 

possible. 

Repetition and Review  

 There is a famous Suzuki quote which states ñPractice 10,000 times and then you can do it!ò  

SAA Journal author Felicity Lipman breaks this down into laymanôs terms.  ñThis means that 100 times 

each day for three months before the technical point becomes assimilated and an instinct ive muscular 

impulse is provoked when the ear demands that particular sound!ò 

As students polish earlier pieces to higher and higher levels, their technique and musicality 

continues to grow.  Students who review consistently reinforce their bodies to play well.  Because the 

newest piece is difficult in comparison with older repertoire it can not immediately be played nearly as 

well.  Because of this, students who spend the majority of their practice time playing the newest piece 

are consistently reinforcing their bodies to play poorly.  It is important to remember that w e do not

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become better at the violin simply by learning new pieces.  New pieces are merely new collections of 

notes.  The surest way to improve violin playing is through repetition and review !!
